Having a good understanding of Edo culture is therefore important and
useful, especially if you are going overseas on cultural exchange or if you are intending to engage in international
business or activities. What is crucial in such occasions is the ability to explain or discuss Edo topics/issues in English
in relation to traditional or contemporary Japanese society. As a student of Seikei University located in Tokyo, there is a
stronger expectation to talk about Edo than people from other areas of Japan.

In this course, we will learn various types of English used in the world called “World Englishes.” With the spread of
English around the world, it is becoming increasingly important to be familiar with where, how, and why English is used and
to understand issues regarding the power and role of English in the global world

We will look at English in three different environments: where English is used as a native language (UK, US, Australia),
where English is used as a second language (such as India), and where English is used as a foreign language (several
countries in Europe and Asia including Japan). It is not our goal to be able to identify different accents of English, but
we will learn basic characteristics of English around the world so we can cope with various types of English we may face
